Found it unfair that we had to rearrange our own matches when they were cancelled by the league, granted this should be the case if we are cancelling however when they are cancelled due to the snow/court conditions, surely it is the responsibility of the league to make sure that these are rearranged. THE SNOW DAYS DID CAUSE SOME ISSUES, THE COMMITTEE ARE PUTTING SOME GUIDELINES IN PLACE FOR NEXT WINTER.
Toilet and changing facilities are still and issue – other leagues have these, why can’t NWLNL. It’s fairly basic to expect there be somewhere private to go to the toilet that has toilet roll and a non-see through door. - IT COMES AT AN EXTRA COST TO HIRE THE CHANGING ROOM, THE STAFF TOILET IS AVAILABLE AS WELL AS THE DISABLED TOILET.
